1. Jailbreak your iPhone / iPad,  

2. Install Terminal, OpenSSH server and Minicom.  

3.  Change the root password using 

the passwdcommand  before enabling the SSH server. The 

default password is alpine,  

4. Once you've installed minicom, open up your terminal or SSH 

in, start minicom and change the settings -  The device is 

/dev/tty.iap, speed 9600 8N1, no hardware or software flow 

control.  and save the new configuration as cisco.  Save and 

exit. 

5. Restart minicom with your new config by typing                                                                                                    

'minicom cisco' and you're done.
